The soil of the Southern terroir of the Cobieres region of France, lends
a unigue variety of flavors to this complex red blend.

Blanketed in a robe of deep purple, Notre Dame brings a nose of black
currant and fresh pine needles. The fruit is strong in this wine,

revealing flavors of strawberry, blackberry and stewed fruit. The palate
is broad and bold, but elegant, with a long finish and soft, silky tannins.

Vinification: Vinified in vats partly in whole grains (carbonic
maceration) and partly by successive layers of Syrah and Grenache.

Alcohol: 14%

Serve: The wine's rich mosaic of flavors make it the perfect
compliment for juicy red meats and poultry dishes. Best served at
cellar temperature, about 58° F/14° C.
